embarked the same day; landed on the
9th in Holland ; through which he passed
incog.; arrived at Hanover on the 15th;
and on the 20th set out for Pyrmont, to
drink the waters. A principal object of
the king’s continental visit was to frustrate
the designs of Charles XII. of Sweden,
who was extremely exasperated against
the elector of Hanover for having entered
into the confederacy against him in his ab-
sence; particularly for his having pur-
chased the duchies of Bremen and Ver-
den, which constituted part of the Swedish
dominions.
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
